ACKNOWLEDGEMENT OF SECURITY POLICY ADDENDUM
We realize that security is a genuine concern to all residents.  Although there is no way for us to guarantee protection for residents who live at our properties, we feel that it is really important for us to outline the steps that we take with respect to security issues.  The best service we can provide relating to security issues is to keep you informed of what we expect you to do for yourself.  We feel that by keeping our residents informed, the resident will be able to take whatever measures they feel are necessary to protect themselves, their guests and their respective personal belongings.  The purpose of this acknowledgment is to explain the Owner’s security philosophy, to inform you of the steps we take with respect to what steps you can take to protect yourself.  
1) Responsibility for your security . No matter what steps we take with respect to security issues, it is absolutely imperative that you realize that there is nothing we can do to prevent crime from occurring.  Unfortunately, crime appears to be a fact of life when living in a major US city.  There is no guarantee that any effort by either the Owner or the Owner’s managing agent will in any way increase any Resident’s personal security or the safety or a Residents family or guest of their respective belongings.  We cannot assume responsibility for the criminal action of third parties.  We are not trained police officers and in fact have no greater legal right to stop criminals or right to enforce laws than you do.  The only way you can effectively avert the impact that the criminal element that our society has upon you and your guest is to take any and all precautions you can to respect security issues.  Each resident has to realize that the local law enforcement agencies and the Resident are responsible for the resident’s security and the security of all guests.  You should contact the local law enforcement agency directly if you are need of security services.  

2) Security Devices.  We will comply with the requirements of state law with respect to proving security devices to units at the property.  As a commencement of your occupancy your unit is equipped: 1. A window latch on each exterior window.  2.  A doorknob lock on each exterior door. Upon written request to the management office, and at your expense, we will perform additional re-keying or change a security device pursuant to applicable state law. You may make an unlimited number of requests for us to perform additional re-keying or change a security device at your expense.
3) Lighting.  The property is lit during evening hours. However, no matter how much lighting is provided, we cannot eliminate all potential hiding places in the common areas of the Complex. If you have occasion to walk around the community at night, we urge you to refrain from walking alone. Also, always attempt to walk in well lit areas. Once again, please appreciate that light fixtures can be damaged or malfunction; light bulbs can simply go out or be taken.
4) Pedestrian and automobile access gates.  Realize that these gates or any similar devices are nothing more than mechanical devices and that they can be circumvented, hurdled, rendered, inoperative or break down at any time. We do not represent that these gates will increase anyone’s personal security; the gates cannot eliminate unwanted intruders with a criminal intent; the gates have no effect on persons who properly gain entry to the property, but then perform criminal deeds. Do not rely upon the access gates for your personal safety or the safety of your guests, occupants or personal belongings.
5) Suggestions regarding security issues. We are relying on you to be as cautious as possible with respect to your property are your surroundings. Although you may develop your own security program as you desire, you acknowledge that we have given you the following tips that we have suggested you follow:
a) Always contact the local law enforcement agency whenever you are in need of security services. Do not contact the answering service; the management office or any guests service for this can only delay the response time.

b) Keep the telephone number of the local law enforcement agency in a readily accessible place; call “911” in the event of an emergency.

c) Get to know your neighbors. Be able to recognize whether there are strangers in your area of the community.

d) Contact the local law enforcement agency if you see that your neighbor’s security is threatened; request that they do the same for you.

e) Always lock your unit’s doors whenever you leave your unit even if you are just gone momentarily or when you are in your apartment.

f) Always lock your car door whenever it is left unattended in the parking lot.

g) If you have occasion to walk around the community at night, try to refrain from walking alone.

h) Be sure that you have sufficient amount of insurance on your own person, your personal belongings, and the personal belongings of your guests.

i) Be aware of criminal activities in the area. In the event that the management becomes aware of criminal incidents, such as assault of a person or a theft of an automobile, in the community or in the immediate area, we will attempt to convey the information to Residents as soon as possible.

It is imperative that you understand the terms of the Acknowledgement. By your Signature below, you represent that you have read and understand the Acknowledgement and that you understand the Owner is relying upon you to use common sense and prudence in matters concerning your security. If you have any questions regarding Owner’s security policy or would like to inquire about any items discussed in this Acknowledgment, please contact the management office.
Renter’s Insurance Addendum

By signing this page, the resident assumes all responsibility for any damages caused to their apartments by their own negligence by causing fires and/or flooding to the leased premises. Also, under no circumstances will the Owner be responsible for any damages to residents personal belongings. The resident agrees that by signing this page that this constitutes the landlord, strongly urging resident to obtain from his or her own insurance company renters insurance. The resident understands that if they cause any damage by fire or flood that they are responsible for any repairs needed to the apartment and any other damage to the property that was directly affected by the resident’s negligence.
The resident understands that if they cause any damage to the property that was directly affected by the residence negligence.  The resident agrees that the Owner may recover reasonable attorney fees and court cost for the collection of nonpayment for repairing damages caused to the leased premises and/or any other part of the property that was damaged because of resident negligence.            
 CONTROLLED ACCESS GATES NOTIFICATION ADDENDUM

For and in consideration of the Agreement of which this addendum is a part, the undersigned resident certifies that he or she has read and understands and agrees to the following: 

Resident acknowledges that owner has furnished controlled access gates on the property for the sole purpose of protecting the property and not for resident’s security; any benefit Resident may received is only incidental to the purpose of protecting the property.  

The installation or use of the Gates shall not in any way prevent Owner, at any time, from permanently removing the gates.  Owner has absolutely no obligation to continue to maintain the gates and should owner elect at any time to remove the Gates, owner shall be under no obligation to notify resident of the removal and the removal shall not be a breach of any expressed or implied warranty, covenant or obligation.   

Resident represents and warrants that resident understands how to use the gates and how the gates functions.  Resident further represents and warrants that Resident shall not act in any way to impair the use or function of the gates.  Resident will notify owner should Resident discover that the function of the Gates is impaired.   
Resident acknowledges that Resident’s security is the Resident’s responsibility and the responsibility of the local law enforcement agency.  In the event that Resident is in need of police protection of any kind, Resident will contact the local law enforcement agency.  Resident should not contact the answering service or management office for the resident’s security needs for this will only delay the response time.  

Owner’s installation or use of the gates does not constitute a voluntary undertaking, representation or agreement by Owner to provide security for Resident and his or her guests and/or invitees.  There is absolutely no guaranty that the presence of the gates will in any way increase Resident’s personal security or the safety of his her guests and/or invitees or their respective belongings.  The Gates is are mechanical devices and can be rendered inoperative at any time.  
PARKING ADDENDUM

Residents parking within the security gate shall display the parking identification sticker provided by the Owner at all times on the passenger side of the front windshield of Resident’s vehicle.  If a parking decal is lost or stolen it is a $35.00 charge to replace the decal.  Owner reserves the right to designate and control the method, manner and time of parking and instructions posted by the Owner.  Neither resident nor roommate nor their respective guests, invitees, licensees, family or others shall park in NO PARKING ZONES or other restricted areas.  Restricted areas are defined as, but not limited to: carports, unless you have been assigned a carport, lawn areas, blocking egress of other vehicles, easements to utility areas, etc.  

Owner is not responsible for any damages that may occur to vehicles while on property, including but not limited to entry and access gates, other vehicles, carports, landscaping, building components, vandalism, outside vendors, act of nature, or any other unlawful act.  

All parking areas are monitored by a towing service of Owner’s choosing.  Owner is not responsible for any costs or damages caused by the towing service.  

PACKAGE RELEASE ADDENDUM
By signing this I hereby give permission to College Place at Tucson, it’s Owner’s representatives, managing agents, and employees, to except packages on my behalf.  I also hold harmless and understand that the Owners, Owner’s representatives, managing agents, and employees and all other subsidiaries are not liable or responsible for the acceptance of such packages that are delivered to resident(s) by the United States Postal Service, UPS, Fed ex Express, or any other mail delivery service.  

This shall include packages that are delivered to the leasing office or that are left outside the Resident’s Unit by the deliverer.  Resident(s) shall be responsible for notifying senders of the proper address (including Unit number) and delivery methods to ensure the package is received.  In addition, I fully understand that the owner, Owner’s Representatives, managing agents and employees have the right to refuse the acceptance of any package(s) and have at any time returned so called packages if not removed from the Management office within 3 business days.     

Fitness Center Release Addendum
For and in consideration of Owner allowing the undersigned to use the exercise and weight room (“the Fitness Center”) , the undersigned agrees to the following:

Neither the Owner nor its agent is responsible or liable for any loss, damage or injury that I might sustain as a result of my use of the Fitness Center. I agree that my use of the Fitness Center is at my own risk and I assume responsibility for any personal injuries, which may result, from my use of the Fitness Center.

I agree to indemnify and hold harmless the Owner and its agent from and against any and all claims or demands, cost or expenses arising out of or in any way related to my use of the Fitness Center, including, but not necessarily limited to, any of my use of the Fitness Center.
I agree to follow all rules and regulations established by the Owner and its agent with respect to the use of the Fitness Center. I understand that any instructors in the Fitness Center are independent contractors and neither they nor the Owner and its agent are not to be relied upon for my health or safety. I hereby represent to the Owner and its agent that (1) I will only use the equipment in the Fitness Center which I am capable of using and understand how to use safely, (2) I do not have any health problems which would restrict my ability to use the Fitness Center; and (3) whether or not any health problems exists, I am using the Fitness Center at my own risk and discretion.
